Order of Ceremony and Etiquette

Outlined below are the more traditional orders of civil ceremony and a wedding breakfast.  However it should be noted that this is a guide only and our team is more than happy to tailor this to suit your own requirements.  

Civil Ceremony

· Groom’s party and wedding guests arrive

· Wedding guests are shown into the room and seated

· Registrar arrives and meets with the Groom who then proceeds to the room

· Bride arrives and meets with the Registrar

· Registrar proceeds to room and ensures arrangements are set

· The Bridal party are shown into the room 

· After the ceremony the Bride, Groom and guests retire to the Aperitif Bar for reception drinks

The Wedding Breakfast

· Bride and Groom arrive at the front of the Hotel, to be received on the red carpet

· They are taken into the function suite to photograph cutting the cake whilst the other guests receive a reception drink

· Bride and Groom rejoin guests

· The receiving line is called

· Guests called into the room followed by top table guests

· Guests stand for arrival of Bride and Groom

· Guests remain standing for grace if required

· All sit and service begins

· After the dessert, the Bride and Groom cut the cake

· Cake is served with the coffee and the wine is served for the toast

· Speeches begin:


· The first toast is to the Bride and Groom and is normally proposed by the Brides Father, a close relative or a friend of the couple

· The Groom responds on behalf of his wife and himself and proposes a toast to the Bridesmaids

· The Best Man responds to the Grooms speech on behalf of the Bridesmaids and the other guests and if required, reads any cards and telegrams, which have been received

At the end of the speeches the master of ceremonies will direct the wedding party and guests to use the Bars and Coffee Lounge if available, whilst the function suite is prepared for the evening reception.
